Geography Crafts for Kids
A guide to engaging children in learning geography through hands-on crafts and map-making activities. The activities are designed to encourage the understanding of geographical concepts and the recognition of landmarks and country placements.

Step 1: Material Gathering
Collect all necessary materials for the craft activities, including paper, coloring tools, scissors, glue, and reference maps or images of landmarks.

General Notes
Adaptability

Supervision
Throughout the activities, provide close supervision, especially when using scissors or other potentially dangerous crafting materials.
Encouragement
Ensure to provide positive feedback to foster a love for learning and to boost the children's confidence in their geographical knowledge and crafting skills.
