Install high-efficiency air filters in your heating and cooling systems to trap airborne hair and dander. These should be changed regularly according to the manufacturer's instructions.
Step 8: Clean Ducts
Have your home's air ducts professionally cleaned if you notice an accumulation of pet hair and dander. This can improve air quality and reduce hair circulation.
